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Chilman: a Report (2021-22)
Chilman, the Dramatics Society of Bharati College, comprises students who are committed to theatre that merges literature and creativity. Chilman explores different genres of drama; we delve into theatre as a slice of life indeed, but also as a means of artistic expression which moves beyond realism, dabbling with naturalism and even expressionism.  
Chilman prepares its student members in all facets of theatre, from acting to theatre technology which comprises lighting, stage and prop design, stage setup, music and backstage work.   Members engage with great works of dramatic literature in their rehearsals and in final production.
In the year 2021-22, the activities of Chilman, like all other student activities, were severely restricted due to the constraints imposed by the COVID-19 pandemic. 
On 12 August 2021, elections were held for the office-bearers of Chilman. In a departure from past practice, it was decided have two Presidents: Meenakshi Bharti and Pragya Dhiman,

During August-September, Chilman members participated in an online competition organized by Elevin Events. Nishtha won a consolation prize. 

During October, members who were available in Delhi met physically to rehearse and shoot for the production Beetlejuice. An event was held on 31 October 2021 to live-stream the edited video, which was subsequently uploaded on Instagram. Simultaneously, some members of the team worked on a purely online production, Reflection, which premiered on 17 November 2021.

In December 2021-January 2022, auditions were held for the first-year entrants, and the Chilman team was augmented with new members. 
For the NAAC visit to the College in March 2022, Chilman presented a short adaptation of Shakespeare’s Macbeth.
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
